What is Overdrive?  
Overdrive is a website or phone app 
where you can download eBooks,    
audiobooks, and videos using your   
library card. Just like a  library card, 
you can check out materials for two 
week periods and put checkout        
materials on hold. 
 
What is Libby?  
Overdrive can be accessed on the  
computer but Libby is an app for your 
devices. You can go to the app store on 
your phone and download the app for 
free. 
 
How do I set up my app? 
1. You will first want to download the 
app on your devices from the app store 
(Apple Store, Play Store, etc.). 
2. Then, once you have the app pulled 
up, you will tap on the head icon on 
the top right of the screen. 
 
 
 
 
 
3. You will then click on add a library. 
Scroll down and select El Reno      
Carnegie Library. 
4. You will then insert your card    
number and your pin number (phone 
number on your library account). 

 

My account is set up, now what? 
1. You are now ready to check out books. 

First you will notice two tabs on your 
home screen. The tab on the left says 
ñlibraryò and the tab on the right says 
ñshelfò. The ñlibraryò tab brings up the 
OK Virtual Library site so you can 
browse books. The ñshelfò tab is 
where you can go to see your books 
currently checked out, your holds, and 
other information about your account. 

 
 
 
 
2. For checking out a book, you will want 
to stay on the ñlibraryò tab. You can find 
whatever book you would like by either 
searching,  
 
 
entering your preferences, or using the 
explore option. 
 
 
 
3. You will be able to tell if a book is an 
eBook or an audio by looking at the book 
covers. 
 
 
 
 
 
4. Once you have made your selection, 
you can click on the ñborrowò option and 
that means you have borrowed this book 
and it is under your ñshelfò tab.  
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You can also see 
how many    
people would 
currently be in 
front of you.
